2. Competitors must wear a helmet, and carry a mobile phone (1 per team) for emergency contact.
3. Kid’s Trail entrants must be accompanied by an adult.
4. Competitors may use public roads and bridleways and any mountain bike trails specified by the organizers. Footpaths and private tracks must
not be used.
5. Team Members must keep in voice contact at all times - including check points and finish.
6. Individual solo and team competitors must navigate and ride independently of other competitors.
7. Competitors must close all gates, pass or overtake walkers and equestrians slowly and courteously, treat the rural community with due
consideration and aim to cause no damage to the environment.
8. Competitors must offer assistance to any competitors who are injured or in danger.
9. Pre-riding an event area or use of a GPS is not considered to be within the spirit of the event.
10. Competitors should punch controls in the appropriate numbered box. Genuine mistakes must be reported on the finish line as mis-punching.
11. In the event of a tie (the same score), the individual or team with the shortest time will take precedence, followed by the team with the most
check points visited.
